Status of Women Report. 

This month the members involved were very busy with the YWPA Award. We had 6 participants and four of the girls spoke very well at our meeting. Last Friday morning, the President and I attended the morning assembly of the Pine Rivers High School and presented the winner with her cheque and also the runner up Elizabeth Oxford. Ros addressed the assembly about our Zonta Club and Zonta International and I informed them a little about the YWPA Award and invited all the grade eleven’s to think about entering next year. On Monday morning, I attended the Ferny Grove High School and presented the girls with their certificates of participation, book voucher and Zonta pen. I gave the other runner up, Caitlin O’Sullivan a large bag of Easter eggs to share with her friends.  I also encouraged the present year eleven girls to think about entering the competition next year. We have a sewing bee coming up at Kay’s place and Ros has informed me that the birthing kits are on their way to my place. During the month, I wrote to the International President, Maryanne Bittner enquiring about the profile of Zonta and can Zonta International help to build up our image, as compared to Rotary, we are not known. I received a lovely reply from Dawn Newman who is ZI Chairman 2004-6- Public Relations & Communications. 

Rotary is in 166 Countries, Zonta in 67 countries.  Rotary has 31,000 clubs worldwide. Zonta has 1249 clubs worldwide.  Zonta has 1.2 million members including 145,000 women (Lions have 1.4 million). Zonta has 32,000 members, mostly women. On a world level, Rotary raised US$106 million 2003-4 whereas Zonta raised approx US$2.6 million over two years. Consequently, on a world level, we do not have as much recognition as Rotary or Lions but because we, as Zontians help with more sensitive issues. Zonta is not widely advertised for what they do.
