· Growth in eco tourism for the whole State and better roads.

· Visit to Bundaberg Base Hospital – 20 doctors are to start in the next few months and staffing will be complete by June 2006.  A new Commission for Complaints on hospital matters is to be set up.

· Prep classes are to be reintroduced to schools.  GST money to go to education.
