After my recent trip to Vanuatu where I met the Latimer family who run an organization called Medical Sailing Ministries, I am collecting unwanted glasses with or without the prescription lenses to send to them for the Vanuatu Prevention of Blindness Project. As a background the work of MSM involves meeting medical volunteers at pre arranged location around Vanuatu and then transporting them using their boat, plus their gear, supplies and equipment, to remote islands, where clinics are conducted in village settings.  Last year they visited 18 islands, running 48 separate clinics, seeing 4,220 patients, dispensing 2,500 pairs of spectacles and arranging 300 surgical procedures among other things.
