The 16 Days of Activism Against Gender Violence is a worldwide event where people take action to end violence against women. It begins on the International Day to Eliminate Violence Against Women (25th Nov) and ends on the International Human Rights Day (10th Dec).

Here is an activity for each of the 16 days 

· Wear a white ribbon on day 1

· Sign AI Australia’s petition for a National Plan of Action to eliminate violence against women and the ask 16 friends to do so also

· Attend one of the many organised events in that time

· Defend the rights of women worldwide. Write a letter to governments who are failing to protect women’s rights.

· Download the “What is violence against women” fact sheet and distribute it in your workplace/ community

· Challenge the myths about sexual assault and domestic violence

· Hold a morning tea to discuss these issues

· Encourage both men and women to be involved.

· Make this the theme for your next group’s meeting

· Write a letter to your local newspaper or ring a radio station highlighting the importance of taking action to stop such violence. (Send a copy top AIA for inclusion on their site).

· Take action if you witness violence happening eg call the appropriate authority

· Join the on-line forum to discuss strategies to stop the violence

· Become a member of Amnesty International Australia

· Write to your local MP highlighting the need for adequate services to help women who survived violence on their lives (send responses to AI Australia      svaw@amnesty.org.au
