BIRTHING KIT REPORT

On Wednesday 5 April, 1600 Birthing Kits were posted to Vietnam.  This would not have been possible without the efforts of members of the community, students from The Kooralbyn International School supervised by Sue Smith, as well as members of our club who kept returning until the task of completed assemble had taken place.  Some members returned three or four times.

Members who were able to participate were: Robyn Powell, Margaret Brennan, Sue Topping, Ellen Logan, Joan Gray, Gerry Gimblett, Judy Manderson, Jane Struss and Geraldine Collins.  Assemblers were nourished by nibblies, muffins, pies and salad brought by members, as  well as a generous meat tray donated by Sister Catherina.  This also provided food for conversation, which flowed very well throughout the days.

For the 2005/6 Zonta year our club has assembled 2,600 kits.  It is a time-consuming task but a worthwhile one remembering that each kit provides a clean environment that may save the life of a mother or child in a third world country.

There have been enquiries from local community members who have indicated that next time they would like to be included in the workshop.

As coordinator of the workshop I would like to thank everyone involved.  Your consistent participation made the huge task a lighter load all round.

DIVISION OF DISTRICT 24

As you all understand the motion to divide District 24 is still under ballot.

We will endeavour to vote on this issue at the Dinner Meeting on Tuesday evening.

Ros Kinder has emailed all clubs and has passed on the information discussed with Mary-Ellen Bittner, the International President, during her recent visit to Melbourne.

Mary-Ellen has sought advice from her advisors on the most appropriate way to proceed, and has advised that the following steps should be followed should the ballot be in the affirmative:

1. The present District 24 Nominating Committee prepares a slate for the positions of Governor, Lt. Governor, Treasurer for each of the proposed new Districts.

A mail Ballot for these officers is to be mailed immediately if the result of the district division vote is YES.

2. The present District 24 Nominating Committee immediately prepares a slate for the positions on the nominating committee for both Districts for the next biennium.  A mail ballot for these positions to be mailed with the above ballot.

3. In the same ballot Clubs be asked to vote on the number of areas in each District with the proposal being that the District comprising the Clubs in Queensland have 5 areas initially corresponding to the Current Areas 3,4,5,6,7, and the Clubs in the NSW and ACT have 3 areas 
initially corresponding to the Current Area 1,2 and 8, in other words, the Areas remain the same.  This would then enable the election of the Area Directors.
This process, as proposed by Mary-Ellen will allow the time frames to be met as per the current motion on which we are now voting, due to he returned before 24 April, 2006.
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
